This book highlights much that has been written of the trials and tribulations and the abuse the families endured during this period.  However, what sets this book apart from others in the pictorial history of the families of Sunnyside. There are over 325 identified pictures of the immigrants of the families that settled in Chicot County, as well as the others that migrated to our areas of the country.
